CPSA PRESS RELEASE

Following the CPSA Board meeting held on the 22" of July Chairman Terry Bobbett,
on behalf of the CPSA Board of Directors, with regret advised Ken Nash, Vice
Chairman of the NSRA and Robin Pizer, Chairman of the NRA, that due to the slow
progress of the National Association of Target Shooting Sports (NATSS) project and
the end of the funding to continue with same, the CPSA has decided to withdraw
from this project for the foreseeable future. The CPSA Board regrets that it will now

be unable to participate in the Sport England development programme.

However, the CPSA Board will continue to work with the NRA and NSRA on joint
working initiatives to benefit target shooting sports and will work with these National
Governing Bodies, as it has done in the past, to present a common voice for the

future of all Target shooting sports.
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
